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Introduction

With the notification of the provisions of the competition law, related to “abuse of
dominance” and “anti competitive agreements” on 20 May 2009 by the central
government, the emerging scenario and the corporate strategies are going to
experience a sea change. Moreover, the notification of the provisions relating to
Mergers, Acquisition and Amalgamations, hitherto, withheld due to sharp
differences at the level of government, when notified would further change the rules
of game for business combinations. Hence, the competition law having come into
existence from May 20, 2009 is going to have a bearing upon the wide range of
business decisions in the area of Marketing, Accounting and Strategy Formulation.
All of them are going to pose serious challenge for the Corporate Executives;
Professionals and Practitioners in the area of Law, Accounting Consultancies,
Company Secretaries and Chartered Accountants.
